o Gate will be locked at 4:00 p.m. Thursday and Friday.
o 1 overnight security guard will be on the grounds Thursday & Friday 12am - 7am; however The
Louisiana Corn Festival is NOT responsible for Lost, Stolen, or Damaged merchandise.
o Gate will NOT be unlocked until midnight!! If you choose to leave with your merchandise on Saturday
Night before midnight, you must carry your items to your vehicle; you will NOT be allowed to pull your
vehicle inside the gate onto festival grounds.
